from bandits, danger from my own people, dan-
ger from Gentiles, danger in the city, danger in
the wilderness, danger at sea, danger from false
brothers and sisters; in toil and hardship, through
many a sleepless night, hungry and thirsty, often
without food, cold and naked.

Standing During Prayer

Among the practices of church ritual belong
various symbolic gestures that we perform during
worship, such as standing, raising hands, bowing
the head, kneeling, prostration, making the sign
of the cross, and so on. Such symbolic acts enliv-
en our worship. Without them, our services
would be monotonous, cold, and lifeless.

During worship, we may stand, kneel, bow, or
sometimes sit. Here arises the question: What
posture of our body best corresponds to the time
of worship? The answer is brief: standing! This
was the case in the Old Testament, as well as in
the New Testament and apostolic times. This is
also the teaching of the holy Fathers. This is the
teaching of the Ecumenical Councils. And that is
why standing has its own special symbolism.

Standing during prayer in the
Old Testament

Standing during private prayer or in the tem-
ple was a common practice among the Israelites.
In this matter we find:

1. The prayer of Abraham.

Abraham stood before the Lord and interced-
ed for Sodom and Gomorrah, saying: “but
Abraham still stood before the LOrRD” Then: “And
Abraham went early in the morning to the place
where he had stood before the LORD.” (Genesis
18:22; 19:27)

2. The prayer of Hannah.

Hannah, the mother of the prophet Samuel,
though barren, went on pilgrimage to the temple
and prayed for a child. How did she pray? “She
stood before the Lord.” (1 Samuel 1:9)

3. Temple dedication.

At the dedication of the temple built by Solo-
mon in Jerusalem, we read that the priests, Le-
vites, and singers “stood east of the altar.”
“Solomon stood before the altar in the midst of
the assembly of Israel and spread out his
hands.” (2 Chronicles 5:12; 6:12)

4. Psalm 134.

In Psalm 134 we sing: “Come, bless the LORD,
all you servants of the LORD, who stand by
night in the house of the LorD!”
